One -to-One Tutor 


This involves meeting with a student once a week for about an hour. Volunteers are able to engage in various activities with the students such as reading, helping with school work, playing games, sharing stories, working in the computer lab or playing in the school’s gym.  If you are interested, but feel you cannot commit to every week, consider signing up with a friend. Two adults can be paired with one child, but one adult must show up each week. If you can’t commit to once-a-week, considering partnering with another legal professional to mentor share. 








Adopt-A-Classroom


Volunteers assist in the classroom once a week to speak to the entire class or help the teacher by giving an individual child some extra attention. The scheduling is completely flexible and is worked out with the individual teacher.
