Interested applicants should submit a one-page essay explaining why they chose law as a career, a resume and their law school transcript (unofficial copies will be accepted.). Applications are due by September 9, 2011. 

The scholarship will be awarded on October 13, 2011at the RBBA’s Ninth Annual Awards and Scholarship Dinner.
